Work on target sound or phonological process in a word within a phrase.

Increase Production in Conversation (Everyday Speech)
The focus is to cue errors when they occur during spontaneous speech activities. Trying to assist the child
in self-monitoring his own speech.

Have corn chips at snack time. Offer one chip at a time. Have the child request
more by saying "chip.”

Using toy vehicles or characters, play a game of chase. Have the child say "chase."

Read the story Chicken Licken as adapted by Donna Parnell. Go through the picture
book again and have the child say nchicken" for each picture of the main character.

Read Goldilocks and the Three Bears as adapted by Dina Anastasio. Look at the
pictures and have the child say "chair" for each one pictured.
